link with a local church. Many hundreds of 
places around the world were dioceses at one 
time, but are no longer. In England, for exam-
ple, some of the historic dioceses such as Lon-
don, Salisbury, and Manchester ceased to be 
Catholic at the Reformation and their cathe-
drals passed to the Church of England. The 
reestablishment of the Catholic Church in the 
nineteenth century meant that new dioceses 
had to be created, such as at Liverpool and 
Westminster. Similarly, in Scandinavia the an-
cient Catholic dioceses vanished under Luther-
anism. In North Africa, tiny dioceses disap-
peared under the sands or were swept away by 
Islam.  
 In the United States, some original dio-
ceses never really developed as population 
centers, such as the old dioceses of Bards-
town, Vincennes, Sault Ste. Marie, or Walla
