TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Long ago, a signet ring was an essential
part of the wardrobe of influential people. A letter
or document would be sealed with hot wax, and a
signet ring plunged into the wax would affirm the
origin of the document. In the case of the pope,
at least from the thirteenth century, the ring was
used to seal public documents with hot lead, sav-
ing the red wax for private letters. The public
documents were called bullae after the Latin
name for the lead stamp, and we still call them
oOpapal bull s. ¢

It is not surprising, therefore, that a signet
ring has long been bestowed as part of the inau-
guration of a pope. The ring is called the Pescato-
