shepherds. The staff is more than a walking
stick; its crooked top is useful in snaring errant
sheep but also in keeping the flock united. Bish-
ops carry the curve outward, indicating their min-
istry to the wider flock, while abbots (and some
abbesses, too) carry the crosier with the curve
pointing in, indicating that their ministry is to the
monastery alone.
The crosier was once also carried by the
pope, but was phased out centuries ago. You
may recall thatinpre -"SRSHPRELOHW GD\V WK
pope was often carried around on a portable
throne called a sedia gestatoria 6LQFH KH GLGQ -\
do much walking, the need for a crosier was
minimal.
