The candles worn today by the eldest 
daughter of the family are tokens of the fire that 
refused to harm the saint. So this patroness of 
light and clear vision is revered on the shortest, 
darkest days of the Nordic winter. Before the re-
form of the Gregorian calendar in the sixteenth 
century, December 13 was the winter solstice.  
 Today, young girls appear in the morning 
wearing lighted candles on their crowned heads 
(battery -operated now after many mishaps), and 
serve sweet rolls and coffee to everyone in the
