TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 In recent years, there has 
been a resurgence of interest in 
various forms of adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament. Some people 
suggest that this recovers an an-
cient tradition in the church, 
when in fact the practice belongs 
to a later time. The custom of showing the con-
secrated host to the people, encased in a ves-
sel called a monstrance, developed in a period 
of history when even very pious people re-
ceived Communion only rarely. The opportunity 
to see the host raised high above the head of 
the priest at Mass, or to see the host exposed 
outside of Mass, was thought by many to be a 
form of spiritual Communion. Without ques-
tion, our Catholic practice of reserving the con-
secrated host both for adoration and Commun-
ion of the sick and dying is a cherished tradi-
tion.
