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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Long ago, the custom of sending some
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began to take hold. Originally it was a way of as-
suring the sick and imprisoned of their bonds of
faith and affection with the community from
whom they were separated. By the third century,
at least in Rome, we have evidence that the
bishop would consign some of the sacred ele-
ments to preshyters or deacons.

There was a crisis in the unity of the
church early on, called the quartodeciman contro-
versy, since some people wanted to celebrate the
Pasch on the fourteenth day (quartodecima) of
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Sunday. The debate so fractured the church that
the historian of the era, Eusebius, reported a new
development to the pope. He wrote that the

guarreling. Meanwhile, bishops complained about
people taking the Eucharist home. St. Cyprian
told a cautionary tale of a sinful woman who tried

ing, he said, by flames erupting from the box.

Clearly, he wanted people to think twice before
bringing Communion home!
