TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 In many parish churches, more rarely in 
monastery churches and cathedrals, the taber-
nacle with the Blessed Sacrament is visible 
from a doorway or aisle in the church. Nor-
mally, a person is to give the proper sign of 
reverence, a genuflection, when passing in 
proximity to the tabernacle. The word
