altar �³ bowing deeply while making the sign of 
the cross.  
 East and West split years before we 
Westerners began to reserve the Blessed Sacra-
ment prominently in our churches. Thus, the 
East never changed the original custom of bow-
ing toward the altar. Increasingly, as taberna-
cles became more widespread in the West and 
moved into prominent placement within 
churches, we replaced the bow toward the altar 
with a genuflection toward the Blessed Sacra-
ment when its place of reservation is visible.  
 In a church where the Blessed Sacrament 
is reserved in a special chapel or off the main 
axis of the building, normally you should bow 
toward the altar when you enter your pew, be-
cause the Eucharistic table is the principal sign
