1791 he had assembled a synod, or assembly 
of delegates, to launch that task formally. 
Archbishop Carroll wanted to gain acceptance 
of our faith by American people who mis-
trusted our customs and could not compre-
hend our liturgy. He made the amazing pro-
posal to Rome that our liturgy should be 
prayed not in Latin, but in the vernacular, Eng-
lish. His wish was denied, but one hundred 
sixty years later, his deep desire helped the 
American bishops and scholars at the Second 
Vatican Council to win the vote in favor of the 
vernacular not just for the United States, but 
for the Church throughout the world.
