As the Latin Mass evolved in the first
six centuries, the central prayer, what the
Greeks called the anaphora and what we call
today the Eucharistic Prayer, became fairly
standard almost everywhere in the West. What
we now know as Eucharistic Prayer I, or the
Roman Canon, took a complex shape, not at
all like the fluid and spontaneous prayers of
early Rome, but a real architectural construc-
tion.

The city of Rome was in a terrible con-
dition by that time, and a series of political
upheavals, plagues, and invasions swept
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was left standing, except for the pope, who
became a symbol of protection and hope for
the troubled people. The structures of law and
administration were swept away in the chaos,
and the pope gradually assumed authority to
restore and maintain order. Soon, the public
