Re-
member, before the reform of our prayer in the 
late 1960s, the priest whispered the words of 
the Roman Canon, Eucharistic Prayer I. His 
voice was not amplified, his back was to the 
people, who could only tell what was going on 
by a shift in his posture as he bowed and genu-
flected and as bells were rung to indicate his 
progress through the prayer.
