At the core of the tradition is the quest
of Helena, mother of the Emperor Constantine,
to acquire the cross and the nails of the Cruci-
fixion from the ruins of Jerusalem. When she
was satisfied that she had found them, thanks
to the healing of a sick man whose body was
placed on the cross, she had her son fund the
building of the great basilica. The history of the
relic is complicated, especially because it was
carried off by invading Persians in the year 614
