TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The second Sunday of Lent every year re-
calls the Transfiguration of the Lord. Since the
fourth century, Mount Tabor has been the focus
of devotion to this event. As mountains go, it is
not particularly lofty, rising about fifteen hun-
dred feet, within view of the Sea of Galilee and
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the mountain, but in the year 348 Saint Cyril of
Jerusalem said he preferred Mount Tabor to
Mount Hermon as the site of the Transfiguration,
and his opinion won. It has long been a strategic
military site, and ancient fortresses are visible on
the heights. Over the centuries, churches and
fortified monasteries rose on the mountaintop,
only to be destroyed by various invaders. Six
hundred years ago, local Christians started to
decorate the ruins with flags and banners on the
Feast of the Transfiguration. In 1631, the Sultan
granted permission to the Franciscans to live on
Mount Tabor, and they have been there ever
since, discovering the ruins of an old Crusader
